The Rules of the "Control room shelter - Swidnica" architectural competition conducted by the Foundation of the Open Museum of Technology under the patronage of Mayor of Swidnica town, Mr Wojciech Murdzek.

Purpose of the Competition: 
Promotion of active conservation of the underground bunker station for telephone signal enhancement or a control room (amplifikatornia) built in 1938-1939, located in Swidnica, Tolstoy Street, number 7-10.
The task of the competition: 
The task is to contrive a concept of architectural and functional adaptation of the control room building in Swidnica,  surrounding lot and masking shelter building, formerly serving technical and social functions (now residential). While constructing the program, one should bear in mind: 
- The historical, technical and functional value of complex and its specificity,
- Modernization necessary for new functions, 
- The link that will connect the complex with the control room. 
Competitors: 
The competition is addressed to students and PhD candidates of schools of architecture and art schools at home and abroad. The competition may enter a person who: 
- is familiar with the rules of the contest. 
- sent the form to the address of the Foundation (e-mail) by June 15, 2010. 
- sent contest entries in accordance with the requirements to be defined here. Participation in the competition is tantamount to accepting the terms of competition. Work can be carried out and reported to the competition, both individually and in teams. 
Awards: 
Awards will be funded by the Mayor of Swidnica town, organizers, co-organizers and patrons of the contest. I prize 2500, II - 2000, III - 1500 Polish zloty (PLN). Other participants of the competition will receive the amount of 200 PLN (lump sum) as reimbursement of the cost of materials for preparing the panels. The jury reserves the possibility of a different disposition of the prize fund available. 
Material scope and form of entry work: 
Two panels of B-1 size each (70 x 100 cm), the backing thickness of 4 mm (Note: on boards, unless it is necessary, do not post competition materials downloaded from the website). 
Graphic part should include: 
- Concept of land development on a scale of 1:500 (optional 1:250) 
- The architectural concept: 
- Projections of the levels in 1:200 scale, cross-sections necessary to clarify the concept of 1:200, 1:100, 1:200 elevations - if they relate to the concept of software-spatial. Selected details.
- Selected interiors of the shelter building - a minimum of three (projections, sections, elevations): 1:50 scale, 1:20 (optional), selected details.

- Visualization of the whole concept and selected interiors. 
The text part should fit on panels. Panels should be described by placing on top a line with the title containing the title “Schron amplifikatorni – Świdnica”, in the left end of the line the emblem of Swidnica, and in the right edge the logo of the Foundation of the Open Museum of Technology (available for download from the website FOMT (www.nadbor.pwr. wroc.pl) - see also the required plan for the panel).

The project can be completed with a multimedia presentation. It is also required to submit the competition panels also in electronic form on a CD in one of typical file format such as JPG, TIF, PNG and resolution no less than 300 dpi. 
Criteria for evaluating the competition works 
- Originality of concept design 
- The protection and exhibition of historical substance
- Attractive architectural solutions
- Correctness of functional solutions
Evaluation of entries made by the Jury shall be final, and contestants do not have the right to appeal. 
Copyrights 
The authors delegate the copyright for the contributed works to the organizer. 
Date and place of submission of work: 
Open Museum of Technology Foundation "Nadbor" , 50-370 Wroclaw, Wybrzeże Wyspiańskiego 27, until 15 September 2010. 
- The competition panels have to be placed in a sealed package marked with the emblem of the author and the note “Konkurs – „Schron amplifikatorni - Świdnica ”

- Work must be endorsed with the emblem made up of eight digits (entered in the bottom right corner of the back of each of the two panels), 
- The work must be accompanied by sealed envelope bearing the same emblem, containing personal details and contact details (e-mail, phone), author / authors of the labor board, 
- Each contest participant or team may submit only one set of comprising of two panels, 
- Envelopes with the emblem will be opened at the end of jury deliberations, after the emergence of work that will be rewarded,
- The entries which are not fulfilling the requirements referred to in the Rules of the contest or submitted after the deadline referred to above shall not be subject to assessment by the Jury. 
- Contributions should be so packed and secured so as not to have been destroyed or damaged during shipment. Defective work will not be evaluated. 
Announcing competition results

The competition will be resolved in Swidnica during the Festival of Technology organized by FOMT in October 2010. There will be a presentation of works of all contributors during after announcing the winners. The informative values of the control room complex

The complex is composed of three parts – an intentionally formed lot with an unique greenery composition, a building (above surface) and underground part. It is the only surviving complex of this kind in Poland and Europe.

It was built by Germans in 1938-39 as a part of “Riese” military complex. Afterwards it was used TP S.A., Polish state telecommunication company. In 2004 the company removed its devices but most of the original equipment in underground section remained intact, namely filters, gas-proof sealing and locks, air condition, power station etc.
